The meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Vice-Chairman, Mary Howes.

1. Minutes – September 12, 2006

Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of September 12, 2006. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Amendment N -

Exhibit B,  Assured Compliance Plan
Tom Saviello briefly described how the Assured Compliance Plan was originally developed to give the Town confidence that the Mill was looking at the parameters that effect emissions and was taking action based on those parameters before exceedences occurred. The Mill generally updates the Plan every six months to a year. Sarah Hedrick, the new air person in the Environmental Department, has been involved in the stack testing, MACT compliance testing and the technology end of the emissions monitoring and has proposed the update based on those items. Tom stated that the changes were based on stack testing that assured them that they could operate at the proposed levels without causing a permit violation.

The Board discussed the black liquor solids proposal with regard to the proposed 58 to 80% limit. Barbara Cook expressed concern with the Mill operating at the 58% limit. Tom explained that the Mill does not try to run at 58% because it is not efficient and thus not economical and, anything below the 58% could cause damage to the boiler. Maynard Veinotte agreed that it would not be in the best interest of the Mill to run for an extended period at the 58%.

The Board also discussed the 3 hour reporting proposal vs. the requirement for immediate action. Shiloh Ring explained that the 3 hour average was for reporting purposes only and that immediate action was still required by the operators for any parameters that are not within the Assured Compliance range. Immediate actions would include those listed in the Plan.

Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve Amendment N. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

3.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Clarification of “Wood Waste”
Barbara Cook questioned whether the pallets proposed to be included in the definition of “wood waste” would include the wires, nails, etc. that might be used to assemble them. Tom Saviello confirmed that it would. He explained that all of the wood waste would be ground up, including any nails, wires, etc. Due to the weight of this type of material it would drop out of the ash and would not effect emissions. The Mill will be reporting quarterly the amount of “wood waste” burned in the WFI and no “wood waste” material will be used that has been treated or has unusual additives or chemicals.

Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve the Clarification of “Wood Waste”. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

4.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Solid Waste Schedule of Compliance –

Disposal of RTO Ceramic Saddles
Shiloh Ring explained that this was a one time approval for disposal and that, if the Mill needed to dispose of this material again, they would need to return to the Board for permission. Tom Saviello explained that the material was being generated as part of the RTO upgrade project.

Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve the Disposal of RTO Ceramic Saddles. John Chouinard seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

5.
Wausau Paper – Jay Air Permit No. 10 – Acid Soot Update
Gary Rudemillier was present to update the Board on Wausau’s efforts to eliminate acid soot. He provided the Board with a general overview of the work that had been completed in relation to the Consent Order previously issued by the Board. He stated that the work had been very successful and that the Mill was still committed to preventing the generation of acid soot. (See the attached handout for additional details.) The Board thanked him for updating them and hopes for continued success.
Barbara Cook made a motion to adjourn. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
