The meeting began at 7:07 and was presided over by Vice-Chairman, Mary Howes.

1. Minutes – January 9, 2007
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of January 9, 2007. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Water Permit No. 5 – Scheduling Order Number 5
Barbara Cook questioned what outstanding issues were being discussed. Tom Saviello and Shiloh Ring outlined some of the issues including, the dioxin fish study, color & COD limits, testing frequencies and alteration of the Snoopy Tank. Many of the issues have been resolved and will be reflected in the Permit. Discussion regarding the Snoopy Tank and effluent discharge of the side of the tank is ongoing.
Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve Scheduling Order Number 5. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

3.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Emission Permit No. 9 – MACT I Phase II HVLC Proposal Technical Amendment
Tom Saviello explained that in the original approval, the chip bins had been collected as part of the HVLC system that was going to the RTO. Since that time, EPA has provided guidance indicating that the chip bins should be treated under the LVHC requirements. The Mill’s Title V Permit now reflects this. Tom stated that the Mill will continue to monitor and treat the chip bins as before, but they will now be reported for MACT under TRS. They will continue to go to the RTO and treatment will not change.
Barbara Cook questioned the information regarding the Weak and Heavy Black Liquor Tanks. Mike Pineau also questioned the material that accumulates in the mote around the No. 3 & 4 tanks. Shiloh Ring stated that the original November 15, 2005 Board Order approved the exemption of the No. 3 & 4 Tanks conditioned on the basis that the mote surrounding the tanks would not have material accumulated for more than 30 days prior to being properly cleaned out and disposed of. It was indicated that this may not be occurring. Shiloh will follow up on this issue with the Mill.

The Board also discussed upcoming RTO testing and indicated that they were not comfortable with the testing being done immediately following a wash up. They would like the testing to be conducted during normal operations, after the system has run for a period of time. There was discussion regarding a change in the maintenance schedule in order to accommodate the tighter up time requirements. Preventive maintenance/review previously done on a quarterly basis may now be done semi-annually. An extended preventive maintenance schedule is of concern to the Board. Shiloh will follow up with the Mill on this as well.

Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve the MACT I Phase II HVLC Proposal Technical Amendment. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
4.
Subdivision Application – Amendment of “Warren Hill Road Property of Jay Associates” – Marco & Nancy Grimaldi
The Board reviewed the criteria for the application and Preliminary Plan found in Section 5-301 & 5-401. Barbara Cook made a motion to determine the application complete. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
The Board reviewed the Standards found in Section 5-501 and reviewed the Final Plan in accordance with Section 5-404.

Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the Amended Plan of Lots 5 & 6 of Warren Hill Road Property of Jay Association. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Barbara Cook made a motion to adjourn. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
