The meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

1. Minutes – February 6, 2007
Mary Howes made a motion to accept the minutes of February 6, 2007. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The Board discussed rescheduling the April meeting. It was agreed that the meeting would be held on April 24th.

2.
Subdivision Application – Amendment of “Warren Hill Acres” – Estate of Arline Belanger – Raymond Cadrain, P.R.
Jim Kachnovich made a motion to accept the application for Amended Lot 3 of Warren Hill Acres. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
The Board reviewed Chapter 5, Section 5-301 and 5-401 of the Environmental Control and Improvement Ordinance and determined that the following items needed to be addressed:

· Reference on the Plan to the original subdivision plan being amended, including a reference to the book and page on which the original plan is recorded.
· Angle Markers placed at all angles on the subdivision perimeter.
· “Statements from any public utility or municipal department (including, but not limited to, where applicable, Town Sewer and Water Department, Well Drilling Company) that will service the subdivision stating that a sufficient or adequate supply of its product will be available to meet the needs of the subdivision and statements from the fire, police, recycling and transfer, highway and school departments concerning their review of the subdivision.”

· “A certification or an opinion from a soil scientist certified by an appropriate authority which states that all house lots proposed by the subdivision application have situated within their bounds a location suitable for a subsurface disposal system.” A Soils Report, prepared by Main-Land Development for Warren Hill Acres was submitted. However, it is unclear which Lot #’s and Test Pit #’s identified on the Soils Report are relevant to the proposed lots. Provide a written statement from Main-Land that will clarify the location and associated test pit information and will meet the requirement of the certification.
· “Evidence demonstrating that there will be no substantial adverse effect on ground water quality.” Provide a written statement addressing this requirement.

The Board directed Shiloh to speak with John Johnson regarding the storm water drainage issue to determine if there will be any issues. Eric Lochmann provided a copy of the drainage patterns that had been identified on the site.

Jim Kachnovich made a motion to find the application complete pending the submittal of the items listed above. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Eric will notify Jim Kachnovich when the angle markers have been installed. Jim, Dennis and Mary will conduct a site review prior to the next meeting.

Mary Howes made a motion to approve the Petition for Modification – Name Change. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Verso Androscoggin LLC – Jay Water Permit No. 5 – Deliberations on Draft Water Permit Number 7
Tom Saviello gave the Board a brief update on the status of Waste Treatment at the Mill. Additional information will be provided during the Pollution Prevention Presentation at the April meeting.
Mary Howes made a motion to approve Jay Water Permit No. 7. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The Board discussed conducting site visits to the various permitted facilities as their permits come up for renewal. The Board would like to tour the NJWWTF on April 24th, prior to the Board meeting. Shiloh will try to set this up and will let the Board know if the tour is possible at that time. The Board tentatively planned to tour the Verso Mill facility in June. Shiloh will set this up with Tom Saviello when the time is closer.
