The Planning Board conducted a site visit of the North Jay Waste Water Treatment Facility at 6:00. Mark Holt, Superintendent provided the Board with a guided tour of the facility.

The regular Board meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

1. Minutes – March 13, 2007
Mary Howes made a motion to accept the minutes of March 13, 2007. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.
North Jay Waste Water Treatment Facility – Deliberations on Draft Water Permit Number 8
Barbara Cook indicated that she appreciated the tour of the facility and that it had helped to clarify her questions on the draft. She made a motion to approve Jay Water Permit No. 8 – North Jay Wastewater Treatment Facility. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

3.
Verso Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Emission Permit No. 9 – Boiler MACT Fuel Sampling & Analysis Plan
Tom Saviello explained to the Board that the Plan is a requirement under the Federal Boiler MACT regulations. It outlines the sampling and analytical procedure for fuel going to the Waste Fuel Incinerator. Barbara Cook questioned how the samples would be obtained, location of samples and amounts. Tom clarified that the specific procedures are listed in Appendix A which outlines the CFR regulations.
Mary Howes made a motion to approve the Fuel Sampling & Analysis Plan. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The Board discussed rescheduling the May meeting. Verso was tentatively scheduled to present their annual Pollution Prevention presentation at that meeting. However, there will be DEP hearings regarding the waste water licenses during that time and may cause a conflict of scheduling. The Board agreed to hold the meeting on May 15th.

Subdivision Application – Amendment of “Warren Hill Acres” – Estate of Arline Belanger – Raymond Cadrain, P.R.
Jim Kachnovich reported on the site visit that he and Mary Howes had conducted.  He stated that there was water in the location of the proposed driveway for lots 3A & 3B and that two culverts would likely be needed in the driveway area. Jim also indicated that they had identified a 5th culvert feeding into lot 3A that needs to be identified on the Plan. All monuments were in place. Mary Howes indicated that the area was quite wet.

The Board discussed with Randy Collins, the impact that the development of the three lots would have on the wetlands. Randy did not think it was an issue. He indicated that the layout had been designed to avoid wetlands. The velocity of the storm water may increase, but the volume will remain relatively the same and the impacts should be negligible. The Board discussed alteration to the area and the effect it would have on the way the water flows to the wetland.

Barbara Cook expressed concern regarding the developments compliance with DEP regulations. Shiloh Ring provided the Board with email correspondence from Chris Redmond of the DEP. Chris had indicated that some wetlands are eligible for a 4300 square foot exemption for fill, but in the case of a subdivision the exemption is cumulative across all of the lots. Therefore, if anyone in the subdivision had already filled the allowed 4300 square feet, all other fill would require a permit from the State. Chris also indicated that the DEP often requires the developers to identify development windows and include restrictions in the deeds regarding these areas.

Delance White questioned Randy regarding the reasoning for dividing the one lot into three. Delance indicated that he had spoken with the intended buyer of the property and that he would be happy buying the lot as one. Randy stated that he had been contacted by the realtor and was told to apply for three lots as originally designed in 1999. The Board indicated that much of their concerns would be alleviated if only one lot were developed, reducing the impact on the wetlands and subsequent storm water issues. Randy stated that he would check with the realtor and see if this could be done. If not, the Board indicated that they would be looking at additional review of wetland/storm water issues.

Mary Howes made a motion to table the subdivision application. Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
