August 14, 2007

The meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.
1.  Minutes – July 17, 2007
Mary Howes made a motion to accept the minutes of July 17, 2007. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.  Verso Androscoggin LLC–Schedule of Compliance–West Side Corrective Action Plan
Chuck Kraske brought site plans of the Landfill and showed the Board the location of MW-408A, west of the West Side Capping Project. Verso has been monitoring this well and has completed several projects that may impact the water quality in the area, including changing the location of the pump in WSW-1 and completing the West Side Capping Project. However, the water quality at this location is still degrading. The monitoring shows continued upward trends of contamination, mainly calcium and bicarbonate. This could be caused by contamination leaving the landfill, failure of the well that is currently installed, or some other unknown reason. Hydraulically flow to this area is coming from the landfill. The work that has already been completed is anticipated to make a difference, but it may take years to see. Instead of continuing to investigate the area, Verso, Board staff and DEP have had discussions regarding the placement of another bedrock extraction well in the area of MW-408A to improve the area of capture. 
Chuck explained that Verso is proposing to conduct further investigatory work to determine the best location for the new well. They will then drill the well, conduct a pump test and, when sufficient capture is determined, they will install the new well. The new well will be placed in the monitoring program with water quality testing and reporting. MW-408A and WSW-1 will continue to be maintained following the installation of the new well.

Mary Howes made a motion to approve the West Side Corrective Action Plan. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.  Verso Androscoggin LLC–Schedule of Compliance-CW-48 Corrective Action Plan and

     CW-42 Replacement
Chuck Kraske explained that CW-48 was an existing bedrock extraction well in operation since 1996. The well was originally installed as a passive collector well and then in 1996 it was developed into an active pumping well. CW-48 has had a restricted point within the well from a narrow steal pipe. Verso has had difficulty in the past getting the pump in and out. At this time, it appears that the well has collapsed. Verso has tried pumping for CW-47 and 49 but they have not proven as effective. 
The Board previously approved Verso’s petition to restore CW-48. The original intent was to over-drill the well that is currently there. However, in speaking with local well drillers, it was determined that the risk of failure is very high. Verso has submitted a petition to the Board for approval of a revised design to drill immediately beside the current well. Chuck showed the Board the site plans identifying the location of the current and proposed well.
Chuck anticipated having final well installation specs to Board Staff soon. Once the specs are finalized, Verso will contact Goodwin Well Drilling to complete the work. Chuck explained that the order also addresses the replacement of CW-42. At this time, plans for CW-42 are being put on hold until the work on CW-48 is complete. If the work on CW-48 is successful, CW-42 will be considered and a proposal for its replacement will be developed. 
Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the CW-48 Corrective Action Plan and CW-42 Replacement Plan. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Other: Chuck also showed the Board the location of the Stormwater Ponds that were approved at the last meeting. The Board had asked him to bring in the plans so that they could identify the location of the proposed ponds. Chuck anticipates completion of the ponds by the end of Sept./Oct. The goal is to have the areas stabilized and grass growing by the end of the year. 
4.  Jay and Jo Couture – Shoreland Zoning & Flood Hazard Development Permit
Mary Howes removed herself from the deliberations on this application due to a conflict of interest (Jay Couture is Mary’s brother).
Jay Couture explained that he would like to reactivate the old Blue Rock pit on Route 17. The Board reviewed the site plans and discussed his plans for the site.
Shiloh Ring explained that the floodplain on the original site plan was based on the flood of 1987. The State Floodplain Coordinator pointed out that the flood of 87 was not a 100 year flood in Jay. It was a 75 year flood. The site plan was then revised and the floodplain limit was based on the Flood Insurance Rate Map.

Barbara Cook stated that she thought the Board should conduct a site visit of the property prior to determining the location of the floodplain.

Jay Couture requested approval of the application pertaining to the bridge work, prior to their site visit. This would allow him to provide access to the lot for the site visit.

The Board agreed that the bridge repairs and repairs to the bridge approach could be approved at this time and that they would not act on the floodplain portion of the application until a site visit had been conducted.

Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the bridge repair and bridge approach portion of the Shoreland Zoning & Flood Hazard Development Permit 07-04 Bridge Repair & Gravel Pit. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
5.  Subdivision Application – Amendment to Lot 4 on Division of Lots Water Tower Lane -   

     James & Deborah Kachnovich
Delance White removed himself from the deliberation on this item since he was not present at the last meeting when it was reviewed. Mary Howes presided over this portion of the meeting.

Toby Kachnovich was present on behalf of Jim and Deborah Kachnovich and presented the Board with the Final Plan. The Board reviewed the Standards in Section 5-501. The proposal either met each of the requirements, or the requirements were not applicable. The Board reviewed the Final Plan in accordance with Section 5-404.

Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the Amendment to Lot 4 on Division of Lots Water Tower Lane. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
