The meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

1. Minutes – October 10, 2006

Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of October 10, 2006. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Permit No. 12 – Amendment A
Barbara Cook questioned the location of the addition and what it would be utilized for. Bob Dorr explained that the proposed building would be added onto the south end of the current building near the storage area and that it would house the new process equipment (heat exchangers, pumps, etc.). Bob stated that there would be no change in materials used.
Jim Kachnovich made a motion to approve Amendment A. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

3.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Solid Waste Schedule of Compliance – Disposal of 


HRSG Scale
Tom Saviello explained that the HRSG Scale was material that had built up from the facility being idle. It is solid material, largely rust, with no liquid, that had been tested. The approval is for a one time disposal. If the Mill found that the facility was idle for significant periods of time and that the material was generated more often, they would then petition the Board to have it added to the approved material to be land filled. For now though, they are requesting a one time disposal.
Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the one time disposal of HRSG Scale in the landfill. John Chouinard seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

4.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Water Permit No. 5 – Scheduling Order No. 4
John Chouinard made a motion to approve Scheduling Order No. 4. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

5.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Recovery Boiler Modification of 

Air Delivery System
Barbara Cook questioned whether the Mill had a chart outlining the potential increase in emissions. Shiloh Ring provided Barbara with the petition submitted by the Mill that included the chart. There was discussion regarding the potential NOx emissions. Sarah Hedrick stated that she did not anticipate the NOx emissions to be as high as those indicated in the chart of potential emissions. There is a CEM on the Recovery Boiler that will monitor the emissions. Maynard Veinotte questioned the location and distribution of the proposed air system. Sarah explained the set up and intent.
Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve the Recovery Boiler modification. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

6.
CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Amendment O -

Sawdust Absorbed with Oil
Tom Saviello explained that this was a clarification of the approved material to be burned in the WFI. The Permit currently allows sawdust and waste oil to be burned separately. This proposal is to clarify that sawdust, used to absorb spilled waste oil, is acceptable to be burned. Shiloh Ring stated that the Findings portion of the Permit allows for this material but that it was not carried forward into the Special Conditions. Delance White questioned whether this material had ever, or should be, stack tested. Sarah Hedrick explained that both sawdust and waste oil had each been tested individually, but never as sawdust soaked with oil. She stated that the amount of material that the WFI would receive is so insignificant that they would not be able to see it during a stack test. The Board discussed “wood waste” vs. sawdust material. Shiloh indicated that the draft order was specific to sawdust and did not include all “wood waste”.

Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve Amendment O. John Chouinard seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Jim Kachnovich made a motion to adjourn. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
