The meeting was held at the North Jay Library and began at 7:10. Vice-Chairman, Mary Howes presided.
1.   Minutes – February 12, 2008
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of February 12, 2008. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.   Verso Androscoggin LLC – Application for Renewal of Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Acceptability for Processing & Scheduling Order Number 1
Barbara Cook questioned whether there were many changes being proposed in the renewal application. Shiloh Ring stated that the Staff had not begun an in depth review of the application yet. A list of changes can be provided when the first draft is completed. Shiloh stated that the major portion of the renewal will be updating the permit to incorporate the changes that have been made since the last permit. Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the Application for Renewal of Jay Air Permit No. 9 & Scheduling Order No. 1. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.
Verso Androscoggin LLC – Jay Air Permit No. 11 – Amendment A–Special Condition 6
Tom Saviello explained that the Co-Gen has 24 hour block average emission limits. When the facility is brought on line the startup emission value has the potential to exceed the 24 hour limit. Since they don’t know if it will, they report within the 4 hour period. Generally once the 24 hours is complete the limit is not exceeded. This draft will allow them to stop reporting potential exceedences and only report actual exceedences if they occur.
Shiloh Ring explained the relationship between the draft order and the draft letter from her regarding the interpretation of the requirement.
Jim Kachnovich made a motion to approve Amendment A to Air Permit No. 11.  Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Other:

Tom Saviello updated the Board on the Lo-Solids Cooking Trial that had been approved at the last meeting. Verso has run into some issues concerning the patent and has not started the trial. The Board approved a trial lasting 91 days, until June 30, 2008. Depending on the outcome of the patent issue, Verso may come back to the Board to request an extension for the trial.

Shiloh Ring also updated the Board on the Temporary Outfall off the Snoopy Tank on Riley Road. The Board has given approval for use of the Temporary Outfall during specific emergency conditions. However, Verso has found that some water remaining in the line has frozen. They need to flush the line to remove the ice. This will be viewed as a maintenance act, not as an emergency use of the line.

Barbara Cook brought up shelving at the new Town Office and Shiloh Ring reviewed the proposed shelving units and price with the Board. She explained that she was waiting on additional information from the contractors before a final decision is made.
Barbara Cook made a motion to adjourn. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
