Jay Planning Board

April 15, 2008

The meeting was held at the Jay Community Building and began at 7:00 PM. Chairman, Delance White presided.
1.   Minutes – March 11, 2008
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of March 11, 2008. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.   Wausau Paper – Application for Renewal of Jay Air Permit No. 10 – Acceptability for Processing & Scheduling Order No. 1

Barbara Cook questioned whether Wausau had met the necessary time lines. Shiloh Ring confirmed that they had. Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the Application for Renewal of Jay Air Permit No. 10 & Scheduling Order No. 1. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.  Verso Paper – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Recovery Boiler No. 1 Oil Ignition System 

Barbara Cook questioned the age of the boiler and whether these changes would be effective given the age. Sarah Hedrick stated that the Recovery Boiler is from the 1960’s but that the changes being proposed are actually to the ignition system which is external to the boiler. The proposal will move the system further away from the boiler so that it will not be impacted by the heat coming off the boiler.

Maynard Veinotte questioned the 32 hour per year down time elimination. Sarah stated that the new system will be more reliable and thus will eliminate downtime issues due to igniter failures. Recovery Boiler No. 2 currently has a similar system and it is working well.
Dennis Stevens made a motion to approve the Recovery Boiler No. 1 Oil Ignition System. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
4.  Verso Paper – Solid Waste Schedule of Compliance – Revised Sampling Procedures – Landfill Leachate
Barbara Cook questioned the general state of the landfill with the recent rainfall and snowmelt. Chuck Kraske stated that the landfill is holding up well. They will be making minor repairs once the ground is dry enough to work on. 
Mary Howes made a motion to approve the Revised Sampling Procedures – Landfill Leachate. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
5.  Verso Paper – Solid Waste Schedule of Compliance – Revised Monitoring Program - Landfill Gas

Chuck Kraske explained that the petition is to simplify the monitoring program. Verso expanded the monitoring program in 2006 and now has a base line of the landfill gases. Several of the items, dissolved methane, volatile organic compounds, etc. do not need to be sampled as the past data shows there is little or no gases being emitted. Chuck explained that this allows Verso to focus on the sampling that has showed detections and to get rid of the needless items that provide no information.
Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve the Revised Monitoring Program. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
6.  Verso Paper - Annual Pollution Prevention Report Presentation
This item was tabled until May.
7.  Other Business:

Smelt Tank & Groundwood Letters


Shiloh Ring explained that the letters were for informational purposes. Verso had requested the Town’s concurrence that these projects did not require permit modifications. After Board staff review, these letters were provided that concurred.

Shoreland Zoning Appeal


Per the Board of Appeals Ordinance, notice must be given to the Planning Board of an appeal. The Board of Appeals will be holding a public hearing on April 28th to hear an appeal of a Shoreland Zoning notice issued by the Code Enforcement Officer.
