The meeting was held at the Jay Community Building and began at 5:00 PM. Chairman, Delance White presided.
1.  Verso Paper – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Amendment Q – Power Boiler Opacity 

Shiloh Ring explained that in 2004 International Paper submitted a petition to the Board to go from opacity monitors on its individual boilers to one monitor on the combined stack. At that time the Board amended the permit opacity limits. Within the Ordinance there are options for opacity limits based on the boiler, control equipment, etc. IP’s petition in 2004 contained their option choice which the Board subsequently incorporated into the Permit.
During Board staff review of the quarterly air reports it was noted that the limit being referenced was not the one that was adopted in 2004, but was one of the alternate limits within the Ordinance. Verso then ran the numbers to determine if they had been in compliance with the 04 limits for the 3rd & 4th quarters 07 and 1st quarter 08. They were in compliance with some, but not all of the limit. It was further determined that the limit proposed and adopted in 2004 was more restrictive than the limit contained within the Ordinance. Verso then submitted a petition to amend the limit. Shiloh stated that she had gone back through the Boards files as well as the minutes from the Board meeting but could not find any discussion as to why the limit was chosen.

Peter Lee provided the Board with an overview of the Power Boilers construction, operation, soot blows, etc. and discussed the different opacity limit options and the facilities ability to operate within those limits.

Mary Howes made a motion to approve Amendment Q – Power Boiler Opacity. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and Barbara Cook abstained. The motion carried.
Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
