1.   Minutes – April 15 and April 30, 2008

2.  Verso Paper – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – A Digester Lo-Solids Cooking Trial Extension
Barbara Cook questioned why an extension was necessary.
Tom Saviello explained that the “Lo-Solids Cooking” process is patented and that it has taken longer than anticipated to come to an agreement on the terms of the trial. Tom stated that no other changes are proposed to the Board’s original order, just an extension in which to run the trial. It will remain a three month trial, but the July – December time frame will allow them flexibility if they run into issues and have to start and stop the trial.

Dennis Stevens made a motion to approve the A Digester Lo-Solids Cooking Trial Extension. Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
