The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.
1.   Minutes – May 13 and June 17, 2008
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of May 13th and June 17th, 2008. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.   Verso Paper- Jay Water Permit #7– Special Condition 13- Volatile Organic Compounds

Tom Saviello explained the State had required them to have additional data points prior to allowing them reduced testing. Shiloh Ring stated that the Board staff had reviewed the additional data as well as historical data and agree that the reduced testing schedule makes sense. Testing is not being eliminated it is being reduced. The Board reviewed the previous testing schedule in comparison to the proposed schedule.
Mary Howes made a motion to approve Special Condition 13 – Volatile Organic Compounds. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.   Verso Paper- Jay Air Permit #9– Amendment R- Exhibit B- Assured Compliance Plan
Delance White stated that he, Shiloh Ring, Chris MacMillan, Peter Lee, Sarah Hedrick and Tom Saviello met to discuss the work that had been done to Recovery Boiler 1 and reducing the lower limit in the Compliance Assurance Plan for the Stack O2 parameter.

Tom Saviello explained to the Board how the Compliance Assurance Plan was originally developed and that it was a work in process at the time. He indicated that Stack O2 was intended as a parameter when the CEMs were not operating. When the CEMs were operating this parameter was meaningless and not necessary.

Tom stated that Verso has tightened up the recovery boilers through recent repairs that have been made and they now have better operational and emission control and need a wider range to operate stack oxygen so they can burn the full amount of black liquor.

The Board questioned why the higher limits are being requested when burning oil. Tom stated that it makes no difference in emissions when operating air at the higher level. He indicated that 
CO and VOC emissions are dictated by liquor flow and liquor solids content which are already regulated in the Compliance Assurance Plan. He further indicated that, according to NACASI, TRS is the best surrogate data for CO and VOCs and that TRS is already being monitored.
The Board also discussed the location of the Stack O2 monitor which is after the exit from the boiler in the duct worker prior to the precipitator. Each boiler has an individual monitor for Stack O2.

Shiloh Ring explained that the entire Compliance Assurance Plan will be revisited during the renewal process. It will be a collaborative effort between Verso and the Town to determine that the parameters and the responses are appropriate.

Dennis Stevens made a motion to approve revised draft Amendment R – Exhibit B, Assured Compliance Plan Update. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Other:
Tom Saviello spoke to the Board about the DEP’s public hearings on revising the classification of certain water bodies. DEP recently held a meeting at which the Androscoggin River was not publicized as a discussion topic. However, the River was discussed. Several groups have now come forward and raised the issue with DEP about not publicizing their intent to discuss the Androscoggin River. The DEP has agreed to hold another public session on the issue at which the River will again be discussed. Tom encouraged the Board to ask DEP to hold meeting regarding the Androscoggin River in the Jay area.

Barbara Cook made a motion to send a letter to DEP requesting that the Jay area be considered as a meeting location. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn. Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
