The meeting began at 7:05 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.
1.   Minutes – August 12, 2008
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of August 12, 2008. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.   Verso Paper - Jay Solid Waste Schedule of Compliance – East Side Collection System 

      Compliance Variance
Chuck Kraske explained that Verso is beginning work on the Expansion to the current Landfill. A portion of the Expansion will be built over the current landfill. In order to complete the work, Verso will need to run temporary power to the affected portions of the Landfill in order to keep everything running during the berm construction. Once the berm is complete there will be down time to the system to extend all of the equipment up through the berm. Under the contract this will be no more than 4 days of downtime. However, there may be unexpected downtime due to pump failures, lightning strikes, etc. They currently run 97-98% uptime on the system. The Ordinance requires 95% uptime which may not be possible during the construction. Verso is requesting a variance to the 95% uptime for the wells that are being extended. Verso is also requesting a variance for the water level requirement due to the changes in elevations that will be occurring as the wells are being extended. 
Barbara questioned the electrical panel locations. Chuck identified the locations on a site map of the Landfill. He indicated that they would be moving the panels further up on the Landfill. Barbara also questioned how many wells would be extended. Chuck stated that there would be 5 pumping stations and approximately 20-30 monitoring wells. 
Verso plans to begin work immediately and would like to be complete by the end of November. The schedule will depend somewhat on the weather. Measures are being taken to ensure that stormwater will not affect the project.
Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the East Side Collection System Compliance Variance. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
The Board discussed the schedule for the meeting in November since the second Tuesday will fall on Veterans Day. It was determined that the Board will meet on Tuesday, November 18th.
Barbara Cook made a motion to adjourn. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
