The meeting began at 6:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.
1.   Minutes – October 14, 2008
Mike Hobbs made a motion to accept the minutes of October 14, 2008.  Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.   Application for Revision of Marshall Vining Properties Subdivision on Rainbow Ridge 
The Board reviewed the requirements of Section 5-301 & Section 5-401. The Board discussed having a title added to the Plan stating it is the Marshall Vining Properties Inc. Subdivision Amendment. The Board reviewed the format of labeling the lots and found the new lot numbers acceptable. The two permanent markers for the subdivision are located on Lots 2 and Lot 11 and therefore are not shown on the plan. 

There was discussion regarding amending the preliminary plan to re-locate the property line between the two proposed lots so that Lot 5-4 would contain 2 acres. Ms. Miller stated that the plan would be revised for the next meeting and that she would have the surveyor install the markers prior to the Board’s site visit.

Jim Kachnovich and Delance White will conduct a site visit to review the lot layout and confirm the marker locations.

Jim Kachnovich made a motion to accept the application for Marshall Vining Properties Amendment.  Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Mary Howes made a motion to find the application complete. Dennis Stevens seconded the motions and it passed unanimously.

The Board agreed to meet again on Tuesday, December 30th at 6:00 to continue their review of the application.

3.   North Jay Waste Water Treatment Facility – Update on Smoke Testing Project
Mark Holt was present to update the Board on the smoke testing that had been done in North Jay during the summer and fall of 2008. Mark explained that, due to an exceedence of its flow limit during May of 2007, the Town had arranged to have Ted Berry smoke test the entire North Jay system. During the testing, they found 21 residences that had some sort of plumbing issues (such as missing traps). They will be sending out courtesy notices to the owners recommending that they have a licensed plumber review their system. 
The Board questioned whether sump pumps that discharge to the sewer system were identified. Mark explained that, due to the wet season, the groundwater was very high and they were not able to determine the locations of sump pumps. The lines that the sump pumps would discharge to were filled with water so the smoke was not able to enter the homes. The Town would have to conduct an individual investigation at each property to determine if sump pumps are being used.

Mark identified several locations that are going to be investigated further including a vacant lot on Route 4 that previously had a building on it, a manhole that is located on the library lawn, two manholes located on the swamp line and the floor drain of the fire department. 
Mark also stated that Ted Berry investigated several sections of line between the manholes on the Old Jay Hill Road. They found that there is inflow entering the manholes around the pipe. The current plan is to grout around the leaking areas in hopes of eliminating approximately 22,000 gallons a day (approx. 15 gal/min). The potential issue is that the groundwater will migrate to another area of the line that may be compromised and enter into the system there. 

Mark explained that the restrictions on their flow from the plant are due to the size of the stream that the NJWWTF discharges to. The limits are based on 7Q10. When the stream is at the 7Q10 levels, the groundwater is generally so low that inflow and infiltration are not an issue. The problem arises during the spring when the stream is high and the I & I is high but the limits are still at the 7Q10 level. Mark plans to have discussions with the DEP regarding this issue during the license renewal process. He may suggest installing a flow monitoring device in the Seven Mile Stream that would allow the low limit to kick in only when 7Q10 is met and allow a higher limit during the spring high levels. The Board will continue to follow the work being done and recognizes the flow concerns.

Mike Hobbs made a motion to adjourn. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
