The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Vice Chairman, Mary Howes.
1.   Minutes – June 16, 2009
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of June 16, 2009. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.   Verso Paper – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Flash Dryer and No. 4 Paper Machine No. 2 Fuel Oil Modification
Tom Saviello explained that air modeling completed in 1991 looked at NCG gases. Normally these gases went to Lime Kiln A and B, but the consent decree required the Mill to have a 3rd location for burning these gases. The modeling was conducted with the potential for the gases to go to the power boilers or a separate flare. Because of the potential 3rd location, the sulfur impacts seen in the modeling required the Mill to take a 1.8% sulfur limit in the power boilers, a .5% limit in the recovery boilers and a .3% limit on the Flash Dryer and the No. 4 PM. Tom explained that, since that time, the Mill maintains the Lime Kilns at 99.9% uptime and utilizes them to incinerate the gases. 
In 2002 the Mill re-modeled and found that they did not need to have the same sulfur restrictions. However they didn’t feel the need to pursue the issue until there was an incident in 2007 when they got a shipment that increased the sulfur level of the tanks above the .3%. The State suggested petitioning for an amendment to have the No. 2 fuel oil meet the ASTM “standard”/definition. The standard allows No. 2 fuel oil to be up to .5% sulfur. Tom explained that the No. 2 fuel oil is often at .3%, or slightly higher, but the vendors will not make guarantees or assurances that it will always be at .3%. Barbara Cook questioned what the Mill currently did when they received shipments over .3%. Tom explained that they had to add lower sulfur fuel (at an added cost) in order to “sweeten” the tank. Tom stated that this would not change because the Compliance Agreement would still require them to take action at .3%. The difference would be that the Mill would not be in violation of a limit if they were above .3%.
Mike Hobbs made a motion to accept the Flash Dryer and No. 4 Paper Machine No. 2 Fuel Oil Modification. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.   Wausau Paper - Jay Air Permit No. 10 – Suspension of Requirements Due to Mill Closure
Michelle Maxham explained that the Mill is just asking that they be able to suspend the requirements until the Mill is either sold, or someone decides to start it back up. Barbara Cook questioned whether anything was running and whether the Mill was all cleaned up. Michelle stated that nothing is running and that they are currently in the process of cleaning up the Mill. Clean Harbors has been employed to clean out the tanks. There will be no products left in the facility. The paper is all gone now. They are still shipping materials from the site. The Board expressed it regret in seeing the Mill closed down.
Barbara Cook made a motion to approve the amendment to Jay Air Permit No. 10 regarding suspension of certain requirements due to the Mill’s closure. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Barbara Cook made a motion to adjourn. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
