Verso Paper, Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Amendment T – Exhibit B Assured Compliance Plan 
Update
Tom Saviello discussed the origin of the Assured Compliance Plan with the Board and stated that Sarah Hedrick had gone through it and looked at each of the parameters to see if they are still pertinent based on the information that the Mill has gathered over the years.

Mike Hobbs questioned whether the Back End Temperature for the A & B Lime Kilns that was being proposed for deletion had any effect on environmental impacts. Tom stated that it did not. It is a parameter that affects the quality of the lime produced by it does not change emissions.
Barbara Cook questioned the one hour averaging that was being proposed. Sarah Hedrick explained that it is not practical to react to instantaneous readings. She stated that the 1 hour average can be reasonably used to regulate the parameters.

Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve Amendment T – Exhibit B Assured Compliance Plan Update.  Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
