The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Vice-Chairman, Mary Howes.

Minutes – December 8, 2009
Mike Hobbs made a motion to accept the minutes of December 8, 2009. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Flood Hazard Development Permit – Timber Harvest & Temporary Dock
Jim Kachnovich questioned whether swimming was allowed in the Pond since it is a drinking water source. Shiloh Ring stated that the Water District and the Board of Selectmen have had discussions in the past regarding a pond protection ordinance, but to date nothing has been adopted and Shiloh was not aware of any current discussions that were taking place. At this time, the Town does not have anything that would prevent swimming. Mike Hobbs questioned where the timber harvesting would be taking place on the lot. Ed Libby stated that the entire lot would be harvested with the exception of some small areas and some areas adjacent to a small brook on the lot. Maynard Veinotte questioned where access would be from and what the purpose of this was. Shiloh stated that access was from a gravel road located of the Warren Hill Road. The purpose of the dock installation was for recreational purposes and the timber harvest was proposed to thin out the timber on the lot. Jim Kachnovich questioned what the cutting restrictions were on the lot. Shiloh read the restrictions contained within the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance that were included in the shoreland zoning timber harvest permit. Mary Howes questioned how much of the area to be harvested was in the shoreland zone. Shiloh stated that it was 4 acres of the 38 acre lot. Dennis Stevens questioned whether the brook that is on the property was shoreland zoned by the Town. The Board reviewed the shoreland zoning map and determined that it was not.

Dennis Stevens made a motion to approve the draft order “Flood Hazard Development Permit for Minor Development Permit 10-01 Timber Harvest and Temporary Dock”. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The Board discussed a proposed meeting date for a joint meeting between the Planning Board and Board of Selectmen to discuss the Environmental Ordinance. The Board agreed on Wednesday, January 20th at 6:30 p.m.

Mike Hobbs made a motion to adjourn. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
