The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

Minutes – April 13, 2010
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of April 13, 2010. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
2.   
Subdivision – Mardosa Acres - Amendment

Toby Kachnovich reviewed the proposal for amendment of Mardosa Acres with the Board. The application from Bonnie Mardosa proposes to amend the original plan through a conveyance by Edward Mardosa from his lot that is not part of the previous subdivision to Lot 1 of the original subdivision and Lot 5 of the original subdivision. Lot 1 will go from 2.83 acres to 5.99 acres and Lot 5 will go from 51.40 acres to 52.78 acres. The retained lot of Edward Mardosa, that is not part of the subdivision, will be reduced from 8.66 acres to 4.13 acres.
The Board reviewed the required filing and review fees with Ed Mardosa. Shiloh Ring explained the reason for the fees and what they covered. Barbara Cook pointed out the wording related to the fees in the Ordinance, Section 5-401. The Board collected the required fee and confirmed that a signed application had been submitted. The application included a soil erosion plan as well as requests for waivers of the notice to abutters and letters from utilities and municipal departments. The Board reviewed the criteria contained in Sections 5-301 & 5-401 and determined that the following items needed to be submitted to complete the application:

·   Section 5-401.D.2.q. Reference to book and page of the Board Order approving the 

     subdivision recorded in the Franklin County Registry of Deeds.

·   Section 5-401.F.3 Statement regarding effects on ground water quality

Barbara Cook made a motion to waive the requirement of Section5-401.F.1. & 2. with regards to letters from utilities, municipal departments and soil scientist, based on the fact that no new lots were being created and the required statements had been previously submitted with the original application. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mary Howes made a motion to waive the requirement of Section 5-402.A. with regards to notifying abutters based on the fact that no new lots were being created and the effected lots within the subdivision, Lots 1 & 5, were actually being increased in size. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Delance White, Dennis Stevens and Steve Haley will conduct a site visit on Tuesday, May 18th to review the lot lines and other features identified on the preliminary plan.

Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the Mardosa Acres – Amendment application. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. Jim Kachnovich abstained from all motions.
3.   
Verso Paper – Jay Water Permit No. 7 – Condition 7 - Thermal Discharge 
Vickie Gammon explained to the Board that the petition requested adoption of a different method of determining compliance with the thermal discharge condition. She stated that, through several years worth of studies, Acheron has developed a Heat Gain/Heat Loss (HGHL) model that takes into account ambient conditions, including ambient temperatures, humidity, heat gained or lost to the atmosphere during a 24 hour period, as well as temperature from Verso’s effluent, temperature of the River itself, etc. She stated that this model is generally needed during the periods in August when there are warm days and cool nights causing the River to lose heat into the atmosphere during the night hours. The Board discussed various components of the model inputs used to determine Verso’s thermal impact. The Board also discussed the average temperature of the effluent, of the River and how Verso utilizes a mass calculation for predicting impact. The Board reviewed the probe monitoring locations, placement and retrieval schedule.
Dennis Stevens made a motion to approve the amended Condition 7 – Thermal Discharge Order. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Verso Paper – Jay Solid Waste Schedule of Compliance – Disposal of RTO Ceramic
Blocks

Vickie Gammon explained to the Board that the RTO ceramic blocks have replaced the saddles that were previously used. She stated that the petition was for a one-time approval to dispose of the blocks in the landfill. She reviewed the test results with the Board which indicate that the material is a non-hazardous waste.

Mary Howes made a motion to approve the Disposal of RTO Ceramic Blocks Order. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

5.   
Subdivision – Weston’s Granite Quarry – Amended Lot 4

The Board reviewed the required additional information that was outlined at the April 13th meeting and confirmed that the necessary information was submitted and the required changes to the plan had been made. Barbara Cook made a motion to find the application complete. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Jim Kachnovich provided comments on the finding of the site review committee. He stated that there were several markers and angle points that appeared to be missing. These included three rebar markers on Lot 4 and angle markers along the Weston Heights private road. The Board discussed the missing markers and angle markers and determined that the markers on the perimeter of the subdivision should be installed within 30 days of the Board approval and a letter should be submitted to the Board stating that it was done. Due to the location of the angle markers along the private road, and the maintenance issues that they might cause, Mary Howes made a motion to waive the requirement for the angle markers along the private road, Weston Heights. Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
The Board reviewed comments from abutters and agreed no public hearing was needed. The Board also reviewed the Standards contained in Sections 5-501 and found the following:
