The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Secretary, Barbara Cook.
1.    
Minutes – November 9, 2010
Dennis Stevens made a motion to accept the minutes of November 9, 2010. Steve Haley seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
2.   
Jeff Boivin - Flood Hazard Development Permit Amendment – Timber Harvest

Shiloh Ring explained that the original Permit that the Board approved in September included a description of the access to the lot which was off Rt. 17. The harvester has decided to access the lot instead from the Morse Hill Road. There will be a small stream crossing with a skidder bridge. They will no longer cross Seven Mile Stream which Jim Kachnovich pointed out was a plus. The Board questioned what the harvesters plan was if they didn’t complete it by spring since his letter stated it would be a winter harvest. Shiloh stated that she and John-Paul Grignon, agent of Jeff Boivin, had discussed this and since the permit will expire one year from its original issuance he would need to request an extension from the Board if it was not completed. 

Steve Haley made a motion to approve the flood hazard development permit amendment. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.
Stephen Haley – Discussion with Board Regarding Subdivision Amendment Process

Steve Haley had a discussion with the Board regarding his proposal to amend Lot 3 of the Weston Granite Quarry subdivision. Lot 3 is 110 acres. Steve would like to divide 2 or 3 more lots out of Lot 3. He questioned whether he would be required to show the entire Lot 3 on an amended plan or only the lots that he is proposing. The Board agreed that he would only need to show the area being divided into new lots. There was discussion regarding the possibility of amending the plan now and then having the pins set when the ground has thawed. The Board agreed that this was acceptable and that they could conduct their site visit in the spring. If there were any discrepancies or concerns the Board could retain the right to amend the permit approval. Steve stated that he realized he would need to extend the private road and the road association to include the new lots. 2 of the lots currently have wells and septic systems already installed. One of the lots has a home already constructed on it. Since the current Ordinance does not provide an alternative application process for amendments vs. new divisions, Steve would need to fill out the application and go through the process. He could request waivers for items recently submitted when he amended the division in 2010. The Board discussed the possibility of looking at the Ordinance in the future to amend the process for revisions to divisions. Shiloh Ring will put together information on this topic and place it on a future agenda for further discussion.

Resignation of Melissa Burnham

The Board had been provided with Melissa Burnham’s resignation letter. The Board of Selectmen will accept her resignation at their Feb. 14th meeting. The Board expressed thanks for the time that she served on the Board.

Update on Comprehensive Plan

Shiloh Ring provided the Board with drafts of the proposed Comprehensive Plan and a brochure on the Feb. 17th Public Forum meeting. Barbara Cook and Dennis Stevens, who are also members of the Comprehensive Planning Committee, explained that there are strategies and policies contained in the Plan which are associated with the Planning Board. The Board was encouraged to attend the Feb. 17th meeting.
6.
Other Business

Shiloh Ring provided the Board with the MMA Local Planning Board & Board of Appeals class announcement. A class will be held in Augusta on March 23rd. If anyone is interested in attending they will let Shiloh now.
Steve Haley questioned the status of the Statewide Building Code. Shiloh explained that the Code went into effect in December of 2010 however due to the way the legislation was set up the Town of Jay does not begin enforcing the Code until 2012. It does still apply in Jay now though. The Town will need to put together an Ordinance regarding the administrative pieces of the building code which may include, permits, fees, inspections, appeals, etc. The Board discussed the 3rd Party Inspector option and how that alleviated the “unfunded mandate” provision.
Jim Kachnovich made a motion to adjourn. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
