The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

Minutes – February 8, 2011
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of February 8, 2011. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
2.   
Subdivision Application – Toby Kachnovich – Amended Plan of Lot 3 on 

Howard & Franka Bickford Development
The Board discussed the application filing and review fees. The Ordinance provides that the fees are charged per lot. The Board discussed whether this should only be new lots or if it should include any changed lots as well. Based on past practice, the Board determined that the fee should be charged based on the number of lots changed. In this case one new lot is being split out of one already approved lot. The new lot and the amended existing lot will count as 2 lots for fee purposes. Toby expressed his opinion that only one new lot is being created and therefore only one lot fee should be charged. The Board agreed that the process for amendments, including fees, should be reviewed and possibly amended.
The Board reviewed Section 5-301 and confirmed that the proposed lot met the requirements of the Section. The Board reviewed Section 5-401 and reviewed the Application. Toby submitted the evidence of interest in the property (Purchase and Sale Agreement) and soils information from Steve Hamilton. The Board reviewed the Preliminary Plan and determined that the Plan included the required information. Toby submitted letters from the school, police & fire depts. Toby pointed out that the lot numbers on the preliminary plan are reversed. Lot 3 should be the original lot and Lot 3A will be the portion Toby is purchasing.
Mary Howes made a motion to accept the application as complete for amendment of Lot 3 on the Howard & Franka Bickford Development. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. Jim Kachnovich abstained.
Barbara Cook made a motion that the Board conduct a site visit on May 5th at 1:00 p.m. and that the final plan be brought back to the Board on May 10th. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously (JK abstained). The Site Review Committee will be: Barbara Cook, Arthur Holman & Delance White. The Board agreed that the line running near the neighbor’s lawn does not have to be painted out. The line just needs to be marked enough that they can go from one pin to another to determine where the lines are.
3.   
Subdivision Application – Susan Weston & Stephen Haley – Amendment of Lot 3 on 

Weston’s Granite Quarry Subdivision

The Board reviewed Section 5-301 and confirmed that the lots met the requirements of the Section. Steve Haley explained that they are adding wording to the deeds to require the new owners to become part of the road association. Steve submitted draft deed wording for the lots. 
The Board reviewed Section 5-401 and reviewed the Application. The Board discussed permanent markers and understood that the permanent markers are located on the original subdivision Lot 4 which is not shown on the map. This was acceptable. Steve requested a waiver from 401.F. for letters from municipal depts., etc. Barbara Cook made a motion to waive the requirement for letters. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. Steve Haley abstained. The Board reviewed the Preliminary Plan and determined that the Plan included the required information. The Board discussed the need to notify abutters since the two lots being created have, or had, existing dwellings already on them. Barbara Cook made a motion to waive the requirement for notice to abutters. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously (SH abstained).
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the application as complete for amendment of Lot 3 on the Weston’s Granite Quarry Subdivision. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. The Board agreed to review the Final Plan at the April meeting and conduct the site visit after that.
