The Board reviewed the Final Plan requirements contained in Sections 5-404. 
Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve the Amendment of Lot 3 on Weston’s Granite Quarry Subdivision. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. Approval is contingent on positive findings by the Site Review Committee that everything is in order. Jim Kachnovich abstained from all motions. The Site Review Committee (Barbara, Arthur, Delance & Mary) scheduled their site review for Friday May 6th at 3:00. They will meet at the site.

Subdivision Application – Country View Estates Phase II, Revised Lots 7 & 8

David Adelson of Main Land provided the Board with a revised preliminary plan. He explained that the reason for the amendment request was that a driveway was installed over the property line. This revision is to clear up the line so that the driveway is entirely on the correct lot (Lot 7). Tom Gallagher stated that he had spoken to the owners of Lot 8 and they were willing to sell the needed piece to clear up the line. A letter was submitted from Stacey Schondel authorizing Community Concepts to act on their behalf. Tom will be getting a letter from the Hartford’s. He also submitted a copy of the Hartford’s deed and the application/review fee. Barbara Cook questioned why the pins were not found when the construction was going on. Tom stated that it was human error and they are now trying to correct it.
The Board reviewed Section 5-301 and confirmed that the proposed lot met the requirements of the Section. The Board reviewed Section 5-401, the Application and the Preliminary Plan. The Board determined that the following items needed to be addressed:

*   Letter of authorization needed from owners of Lot 8

*   Add acreage of parcels to Plan

*   Add easements to Plan

*   Add abutter’s names and book/page to Plan

*   Add soils investigation test pit to Lot 8 on Plan – submit previous report

*   Add culverts to Plan

*   Add topographic lines to Plan

*   Add location map to Plan 
Mike Hobbs made a motion to accept the application and determine that the above items need to be submitted. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
