The Board met at the Spruce Mountain Ski Slope at 6:30 to conduct a site review. Kenny Jacques showed the Board the property and the location of the proposed project. He explained that they are proposing to install 2 catch basins, one within the shoreland zone, and a 15” underground pipe that will convey the stormwater to a forested area. Kenny showed the Board the location of the stormwater runoff and the provisions that have been used in the past to try to mitigate the erosion problem. He also explained how the soil would be stripped and then the project area re-graded, seeded and mulched prior to completion. The National Guard will be coming in to do the work and will be on site for 10 days beginning June 12th. This work is only a portion of the 3 phase project that Spruce would like to have completed. The rest of the project is located outside the shoreland zone. The Guard has standards that they must follow for erosion control and also realize that DEP standards would be in place.

The regular meeting began at 6:50 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.
