The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White. 
1.    Minutes – June 21, 2011
Mary Howes made a motion to accept the minutes of June 21, 2011. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
2.   Central Maine Power Reliability Program – Shoreland Zoning Permit Amendment

Shiloh Ring stated that the draft Board order was based on the conversation at the last meeting regarding the Board’s opinion that the permit needed to be updated to accurately reflect the number of utility poles being installed in the Stream Protection District of the Shoreland Zone. Originally there were two poles in Section 243A being located in the SP Zone. Due to re-alignment of the poles 15 feet over in the right-of-way there will be one additional pole located in this Zone.
Chris Marshall informed the Board that CMP has started clearing work from Livermore Falls up the Franklin Road and is beginning survey work.

Mary Howes made a motion to approve Permit 11-02 Power Reliability Program Amendment of Permit 09-01. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
3.   Environmental Control & Improvement Ordinance: Chapter 5–Subdivisions–Board Review
Mary Howes made a motion to table this item until the next meeting anticipating that additional Board members will be present. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Shiloh Ring provided the Board with the additional information they had requested at the June 21st meeting so that they could review it prior to the August meeting.

3.
Other Business

Shiloh Ring explained to the Board that she recently had a surveyor ask if the Board accepted “survey grade GPS systems” when doing subdivisions. She provided the surveyor with the language from the Ordinance and asked his opinion as to whether or not he felt the wording covered this technology. He thought that it was a grey area. Based on follow-up conversations with AVCOG and Kachnovich Surveying, Shiloh found that the GPS systems can be off significantly if not used correctly. However she came to the opinion that use of this technology was better left to the Board of Licensure for surveyors. The Board discussed this issue and concurred that they rely on the certification of the licensed surveyor. If their license allows them to use this technology than the Board would accept it.
Mike Hobbs made a motion to adjourn. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
