The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White. 
1.    Minutes – September 13, 2011
Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of September 13, 2011. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
2.   Subdivision Application – Land of Morton & Elizabeth Melvin – Amendment of Lot 4
The Board reviewed the outstanding items from their September 13th meeting and found that the locations of the markers were added to the Plan. Shiloh LaFreniere stated that the 2 permanent markers that were located on the original subdivision were not found. 2 new permanent marker locations have been identified on the new map but have not been set yet. In accordance with 5-404.B.5.b., the applicant must provide the Board with a surveyor’s letter stating that the markers have been set within 30 days. The Board also determined that the location/size of culverts, septic systems, driveways, utility poles, etc. had been added to the plan. Barbara Cook made a motion to find the application complete. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Shiloh stated that the notice to abutters had been sent and no public hearings were requested and no comments were received. Barbara Cook made a motion not to hold a public hearing. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

The Site Review Committee (Delance White, Barbara Cook & Dennis Stevens) reviewed the site on Sept. 28th and found everything in place. The surveyor had found 1 of the original pins on Lot 4.
The Board reviewed the Standards contained in Sections 5-501 and found the following:

B. Sufficient water. Complies, well already supplying water to lots. Reference to well easement is included on Final Plan. – M: Dennis Stevens, S: Mary Howes – Unanimous

D. Erosion. Complies, lots already developed. – M: Mary Howes, S: Dennis Stevens - Unanimous
E. Traffic. Complies, lots already developed. A driveway permit was not required from DOT since driveways have been in existence for many years. – M: Mary Howes, S: Barbara Cook - Unanimous
F. Sewage disposal. Complies, septic systems in place. – M: Barbara Cook, S: Dennis Stevens – Unanimous  

G. Municipal waste disposal. Complies, lots already receiving service. – M: Barbara Cook, S: Dennis Stevens – Unanimous  

H. Aesthetic/cultural/natural values. Complies, no changes. – M: Mary Howes, S: Barbara Cook - Unanimous

I. Conforms w/ ordinances/plans. Complies, permanent markers must be set within 30 days and letter sent from surveyor. – M: Barbara Cook, S: Mary Howes – Unanimous  

J. Financial and technical capacity. Not Applicable

K. Surface waters/river segments. Not Applicable

L. Ground water. Complies, lot already developed. Board granted waiver to submittal requirement. 

M. Flood areas. Not Applicable 

N. Freshwater wetlands. Not Applicable

The Board reviewed the Final Plan requirements contained in Sections 5-404 and found everything to be in order. The two permanent markers must be put in within 30 days and a letter sent to the Board from the surveyor stating that they have been set.
Mary Howes made a motion to approve the Land of Morton & Elizabeth Melvin – Amendment of Lot 4. Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
