The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Jim Kachnovich.

Subdivision Application – Division of Lots of Michael J. Gentile
Jim Kachnovich indicated that he was abstaining from all action by the Board on this application due to conflict of interest. Toby indicated that they had changed the lot numbers on the Final Plan to indicate Lot 1 as the land being built on and Lot 2 being retained by Mike Gentile. The 3rd lot is owned by Scott Johnson and is considered in reviewing the subdivision, but is not a lot within the subdivision.
Shiloh stated that the letter was submitted from the Police/Fire Dept. and no issues were identified. Dennis Stevens made a motion to determine the application complete. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion, unanimous. Shiloh also stated that the notice to abutters had been sent. The Dept. of Conservation (owner of the railroad bed) requested a clarification of the proposal but no public hearings were requested.  Mike Hobbs made a motion to determine that a public hearing was not necessary. Dennis Stevens seconded the motion, unanimous.
The Site Review Committee (Arthur Holman, Mike Hobbs & Dennis Stevens) reviewed the site on May 4th and found everything in place. The Board reviewed the Standards contained in Sections 5-501 and found the following:
