Minutes – May 15, 2012
Dennis Stevens made a motion to accept the minutes of May 15, 2012. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Flood Hazard Development Application – William H. Calden
The Board reviewed the draft Flood Hazard Development Permit SZP 12-01. Barbara Cook questioned the depth of Parker Pond. Mr. Calden explained that they took out the damn on Chesterville side and it has dropped the depth of the lake significantly. He hasn’t been to the lake in a couple of weeks though and is not sure of the current depths. 
Mr. Calden explained that the dock will be made out of pressure treated wood. It will be 3 twelve foot sections made from 2x6 lumber with 5/4 decking supported by styrofoam billets. He intends to build a walkway of the same materials that will be approximately 12 feet out from shore and will be supported by the dock system. This will allow the walkway to rise and fall with the docks and the water level of the pond. The walkway will allow him to get across a muddy area along the shore. Once in the water, the docks will be secured on either side by a rope system securing it to the shore. Mr. Calden stated that, if depths allow, he might go out approximately 20 feet and then T the docks. If a T formation is installed the dock will not extend out the 48 feet originally proposed. As drafted, the permit allows varied form but no longer than 48 ft. Wording was also included in the draft to require an as-built schematic of the dock system and requires a site review prior to installation. Barbara Cook & Jim Kachnovich volunteered to conduct the site visit. The docks will be removed in the fall and moved back to the tree line on the property and secured to the trees to prevent movement/flotation.
Steve Haley made a motion to approve the Flood Hazard Development Permit 12-01 for a Temporary Dock for William H. Calden. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
