The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Secretary, Barbara Cook.

Minutes – January 8, 2013
Jim Kachnovich made a motion to accept the minutes of January 8, 2013. Arthur Holman seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Subdivision Application – Kenneth & Cindy True – Amendment of Lots 2A & 2B of Warren Hill Subdivision
Jim Kachnovich indicated that he was abstaining from all action by the Board on this application due to conflict of interest.

Toby Kachnovich explained that the True’s currently live on Lot 2A. They also own Lot 2B, a previously approved lot in the subdivision. They would like to make Lot 2B larger and then build a new home on that lot. They are also proposing to create a new Lot 2C that will be sold. Toby stated that the True’s may have a buyer who is interested in purchasing both Lots 2A & 2C but for now they are moving forward with the draft as proposed. If the potential buyers decide that they do not want Lot 2C separate from Lot 2A they may request to delete that lot prior to the final plan being approved.
Shiloh LaFreniere stated that a filing fee of $150.00 and a review fee of $450.00 were submitted ($600 total). Shiloh will notify abutters after the Board accepts the application.
The Board reviewed Sections 5-301 and 5-401, the Application and the Preliminary Plan. No public water or sewer is available in the area and the Board did not see a need to require a buffer strip. The lots are larger than the minimum required and all contain the necessary 150 ft. of road frontage. Barbara Cook pointed out that an erosion control plan was submitted to address storm drainage/erosion issues. 
The Board discussed the location of the driveways on the lots. Toby stated that the True’s intended to install a new driveway on Lot 2B at the southerly end of the lot. He was not sure of the proposed location for Lot 2C but did not think there would be any issue for any of the lots with regards to storm water or drainage. He indicated that he did not see a culvert at the existing driveway but will confirm it before the next meeting.
The Board reviewed the soils test submittal for the new Lot 2C and recognized that the test for Lot 2B was submitted and approved in an earlier amendment. The Board also discussed the requirement for two permanent markers. Toby stated that there are granite monuments in three places on the original plan - Lot 3. There will be 17 markers all around the new lots. Steve Haley made a motion to recognize the original permanent markers on Lot 3 and not require new permanent markers. Arthur Holman seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
Toby also requested that the requirement to set markers at all angle points be waived. There are three angle points along Warren Hill Road that he would like to not set. He indicated that these markers usually lead to confusion for owners who think they are lot corners or the edge of the road right of way. There will be markers set at all boundary line corners and on angle points along the boundary lines that do not abut the road. Steve Haley made a motion to waive the roadside angle points. Arthur Holman seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
The Board reviewed the topographic lines that were shown on the original subdivision plan. Steve Haley made a motion to reference the original plan for contour lines. Arthur Holman seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
Toby indicated that they were requesting a waiver of the letters from the municipal departments and the well driller. He stated that services already exist at one of the lots, the second lot is already approved but will just be enlarged so there is really only 1 new buildable lot being created. Steve Haley made a motion to waive the requirements of Section 5-401.F.1.- letters from public utilities and municipal departments. Arthur Holman seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Steve Haley made a motion to accept the application and determine it complete. Arthur Holman seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

A Site Review Committee was established (Steve Haley, Arthur Holman & Barbara Cook). The Committee will meet on April 8th at 3:00 to review the site.
