The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

Minutes – January 14, 2014
Dennis Stevens made a motion to accept the minutes of January 14, 2014. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Ross Horne – Pending New Board Member
Shiloh LaFreniere told the Board that Ross Horne has requested to be appointed to the Planning Board. The Selectmen will hold a public hearing on his appointment on February 24th.

Subdivision Ordinance – Review for possible update
The Board continued its review of the Subdivision Ordinance and determined the following:
The Board discussed the fact that State Law requires at least one permanent marker on each lot in a subdivision. The current subdivision ordinance defines a permanent marker as a granite or cement monument with a capped iron rod. State law allows a permanent marker to be either granite, concrete, an iron pin or a drilled hole in ledge. At the last Board meeting it was decided to leave the current definition of permanent marker. However, the Board did not realize that this was required on each lot. Jim Kachnovich suggested adopting the State’s definition of permanent marker and then adding a requirement for at least 2 granite or cement monuments on each subdivision.
The Board continued its discussion regarding the possibility of reduced lot sizes when the lots are served by Town sewer. The Board suggested a 15,000 square foot minimum lot size for a single family home on town sewer with 100 feet of road frontage and 7,500 square feet per unit minimum lot size for a multi-family home on town sewer with 100 feet of road frontage.
The Board reviewed the suggestions regarding adding sections on affordable housing and open space but did not feel it was something they wished to include at this time.
The Board will review a draft at their March 11th meeting prior to the Ordinance being presented to the Select Board to be included on the Town Meeting warrant.
