The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chairman Delance White.
Minutes – March 11, 2014
Mary Howes made a motion to accept the minutes of the March 11, 2014 meeting.  Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Verso Androscoggin Power, LLC – Riley Dam Repair
Jillian Davis and Ken Gallant were present to discuss a Flood Hazard Development and Shoreland Zoning Application for Verso Androscoggin Power, LLC to do repair work on the Riley Dam.
Ken explained that a couple of voids have developed in the apron of the structure.  The structure is currently sound but water is getting into the voids and the dam needs to be well maintained.

This is a repair project; not a new project and it will not create a new footprint of the dam.  There will be no change to the spillway discharge, base flood elevation, or crest elevation.

The work will be done during low flow periods most likely July or August and will take approximately one month.

The access to the dam will be done on the Canton side and no disturbance will be done to the soils.

Jillian presented an application for a DEP permit and a copy of the order amending the license from CMP Androscoggin, LLC to Verso Androscoggin, LLC.  She stated that they did not have to receive a permit from the Army Corp of Engineers this time, that the 2007 Permit was extended.
The Planning Board agreed to call a special meeting when Verso received their DEP permit.

Delance White signed the Determination of Application Completeness.

Other Business:
Delance questioned how much fill was going into the area on the corner of Rt 4 and Riley Road behind the Ski Depot.  Ronda agreed to look into it and contact DEP.

Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn.  Barbara Cook seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
