Verso Androscoggin Power, LLC – Riley Maintenance Deck Repair

Verso Androscoggin Power, LLC has applied for a Flood Hazard Development and Shoreland Zoning permit to repair the Riley Maintenance Deck.
Kenneth Gallant was present to explain that the maintenance deck is used to get heavy equipment in and out of the Hydro Electric station.  He presented the Board with a photo of the current deck which is no longer usable.  The current structure will be dismantled and it will be replaced with a concrete structure.  Netting will be put under the current deck so nothing will fall into the channel below.
