The meeting began at 7:00 PM and was presided over by Chair Delance White.

Minutes – June 9, 2015

Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of the June 9, 2015 meeting. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Shoreland Zoning Permit – Clark’s Cars & Parts DBA Riverside Scrap

Clarks, Leon Dorr and Cain Coffin were present to discuss their application for a Shoreland Zoning permit.  The application includes the installation of 2 concrete slabs and to extend the existing rail line into the property at 1 Mill Street.  

It was noted that without a Processor’s License the equipment associated with it could only remain on site for a total of 30 days per calendar year.  It was also stated that an NRPA permit would be obtained from the DEP.
The Clarks gave an overview of the project.  They intend to bring material from their other facilities and use this as an export/shipping location.  They intend to use the top floor of an existing building for storage of non-ferrous material.  If crushing does take place it will not be every day and baling will take place a couple times a month.  
Cain Coffin stated that the entire 12 acre parcel is now non-conforming in that 92% of the lot in Shoreland Zone is covered with impervious surface.  The leased 5.5 acre lot is at 88%.  The proposed slabs are covering an already impervious surface and therefore will not make the lots more non-conforming.
It was noted the plunge pool will require a Flood Plain Permit.  The Planning Board scheduled a site visit for July 27th at 10:00 AM; the Select Board is also invited to attend.  The Board requested that stakes be put in the ground to mark the Shoreland Zone area and the Flood Plain.

The Board discussed the need for a storm water design – Leon stated that without the plunge pool they are creating no more impervious surface.  The Board agreed that once a storm water design is submitted they will not require an outside consultant to look at the design on behalf of the Town as long as it stamped by a Profession Engineer.
Retaining wall is mentioned in the Shoreland Zoning checklist but not on #6 of the application.  Leon stated that they are using the store bought concrete blocks.  
The Clarks also intend to move existing power poles on the site and a road for the boat launch.  Both projects are not included in this application and will be brought before the Board at a later date.
The 275 gallon fuel tank is also located outside the Shoreland zone and will be spill contained.

The Clarks were given an addition Shoreland Zoning Application and a Flood Plain application for the additional work they intend to do on the property.

Other Business

The next meeting date will be August 11th.
Michael Hobbs made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 P.M.  Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
