To vote by ballot the following warrant articles for the ensuing year in accordance with Title 30-A Section 2528, of the Revised Statutes of Maine for the year 1964 and amendments thereto.

ARTICLE 3
Shall the Town of Jay raise and appropriate $ 1,981,989 in additional local funds, which exceeds the State’s Essential Programs and Services allocation model by $1,709,494 as required to fund the budget recommended by the School Committee.  

The School Committee recommends $1,981,989 for additional local funds and gives the following reasons for exceeding the State’s Essential Programs and Service funding model by $ 1,709,494 

Please Note: A yes vote for this article will support textbook purchases, school personnel, co-curricular activities  ( sports, and other activities), and building and grounds maintenance expenses above what the EPS ( Essential Programs and Services) amount supports. EPS is a minimum amount of funding and does not support adequate operational levels. Over 80% of the school systems in Maine raise over EPS levels.

Explanation: The additional local funds are those locally raised funds over and above the school administrative unit’s local contribution to the total cost of funding public education from kindergarten to grade 12 as described in the Essential Programs and Services Funding Act and local amounts raised for the annual payment on non-state funded debt service that help achieve the municipality budget for educational programs.

ARTICLE 4
Shall the Town of Jay authorize  the school committee to expend $9,851,957 for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2007 and ending June 30, 2008 from the school administrative unit’s contribution to the total cost of funding of public education from kindergarten to grade 12 as described in the Essential Programs and Services Funding Act, non-state funded school construction projects, additional local funds for school purposes under Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A, section 15690, unexpended balances, tuition receipts, state subsidy and other receipts for the support of schools. 

Please Note: This amount is $614,403 less than this year’s school budget.
